General Manager’s Report

Mr. Chestnutt asked for the approval of the February 2017 General Manager’s reports.
Mr. Horne said the State was up 6.15% in January and we were up 1.1%. Mr. Horne said he has started ordering new items for the Raeford Road store to increase the variety of stock in preparation of Hoke County opening their new store.  

Mr. Horne said the February sales were down $49,586 and year to date was up $1,335,275. The State was down in February and one of the reason we lost a day due to 2016 being a Leap year. We lost a Wednesday which equates to $65K to  $75K in sales. Over-the-counter sales were down $25,674 and Mixed Beverage sales were down $23,912.  
Mr. Horne said March sales are up $137K over last year for the first ten days of the month. We should make up in sales for the lost in February.

Group Insurance – Health

Mr. Chestnutt said the Blue Cross Blue Shield NC premium for the employee increased $2.88 from $57.50 to $60.38.  The question is does the Board want to pick up the increase?  Mr. Hardin said we voted last month and approved the increases to the employees and the Board as presented by Mr. Sydor.  The Board concurred that the employees pay the additional $2.88 monthly increase for the health insurance.
